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Court Ruling Supports OSFA
In Old Taos Highway Dispute

A July 2008 ruling in New Mexico
District Court upheld the position of
OSFA and the Vista Encantada
Neighborhood Association (VENA) in
their efforts to block the construction
of a north side condominium
development near the Old Taos
Highway that did not conform to Santa
Feds zdensity regulations.
